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Don Williams
US 278 to Hendrix Road, turn South, then 1 mile 
to trailhead.
Amenities: parking, restroom.
Convenience store is 1.5 miles northeast at 
US 278 and Bethlehem Road. 

Camp Comet
1000 feet west of Don Williams trailhead. 500 
acre park with 4 miles of nature trails and 5 tent 
campsites that include firepits and cooking 
grills. (Polk County Park). Campsites are first 
come first served. Please restore campsite prior 
to departing. (No fee for using Camp Comet.)

Grady Road
US 278 to Grady Road, turn South, 
then 1/2 mile to trailhead.
Amenities: parking.

Note: 
Miles 44 and 45 traverse beautiful forests, 
farmlands and pastures. The boardwalk marsh 
overlook at mile 45 is a great place to view 
wildlife and marsh vegetation. 

Mile 46 contains challenging hills and long 
downhill straight-aways. Heed signs and 
striping for a safe and enjoyable experience.
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
